Each shooter must provides their own shells (7 1/2”, 8 or 9 lead shot only, anything larger is not permitted) and 

will shoot one course of sporting clays which consist of 100 rounds.  Ear and Eye protection will be required at all 

times.  Eye gear may be prescription glasses, sun glasses or safety glasses. Ear protection are available to purchase 

as well as 12 ga. ammo. 

 

Shooters may provide their own golf carts, Gators, or Mules; sorry no four wheelers are allowed.  Ear and eye 

protection (sunglasses are acceptable) will also be required at all times.  Registration will begin at 8:00 AM and 

the first course will begin at 9:00 AM. You must be there at least 45 minutes before your course starts. Side events 

such as the flurry will be available. Afternoon flight will begin at 1:00 PM (if adjustment is needed you will be notified)
